The Roosevelt High School Foundation raised $3.8 million to build the Prairie Meadows 
Fine Arts Hall, funded in part through a $750,000 Prairie Meadows Legacy Grant. The Fine Arts 
Hall will allow for the school to expand its fine arts programs. Features include four practice 
rooms, a large meeting space, acoustic enhancements, storage facilities for instruments, and 
direct access to practice fields. 

 òThe addition of the Prairie Meadows Fine Arts Hall demonstrates Roosevelt High Schoolõs continued 
commitment to providing quality fine arts programming,ó said Kathie Danielson, Roosevelt High School 

Principal. 

The Prairie Meadows Fine Arts Hall renovations have occurred in conjunction with nine 
phases of renovations to Roosevelt High School funded by the Schools First local option sales 
tax. Highlights of renovations include six additional classrooms, an expanded kitchen and café 
space, climate control, energy efficiency, a centralized support area and an improved technology 
infrastructure. All phases of renovations are scheduled to be completed in the fall of 2011.

The "Most Wired" 
lists are based on a survey and benchmarking study conducted annually by the magazine, which is the journal of 
the American Hospital Association. Broadlawns uses electronic medical record technology and last month 
introduced PatientSecure, a palm vein scanning system. Chief Financial Officer Al White estimates Broadlawns 
saves $660,000 in annual service fees through efficiencies gained.
